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Preamble:

[slamic literature is a new term in contemporary critic, but in Arab literature, it is
very well rooted, as it has always been associated to the emergence of Islam and the divine
revelation that guided humanity towards considering beauty in structuring the mind and

the human feeling, as to make literature its interface and background.

Scholars and critics have always tried to cope with the imported requirement calling
for the dissociation of religion from literature on the basis of poor arguments related to the
freedom of the author or the artist, and the importance of play and pleasure which make of
literature an intellectual luxury distant from a cognitive vision which is felt to be only
possible in mythological and mystic contexts brought about different modern movements,
all resistant to religion. This new vision started to be adopted by Arab literary writers and
critics without consideration of Islamic features that differ from other religions and
doctrines, which are petrifying thinking and blurring the artist’s vision, and without
consideration of our rich heritage, which needs screening and re-reading as to help in

expansion and self-affirmation of the Arab-Islamic identity.



The questions to be posed are, thus, as follows: what is Islamic literature? What are
its references? Why is it necessary? Can it offer more openness to the reader based on its
theoretic and creative data? Is it necessary in the age of mature modernism relying on mind

and conscience in ending problems for the contemporary man?

The present symposium aims to discuss Islamic literature and its various issues based
on a critical philosophy, far from the constraints of traditional and moralizing terminology.
[t attempts to clarify the importance of this literature and the eftorts deployed by its most

eminent figures and scholars especially that the literary genius is measured by its ability to
