Problematic :

In the context of highlighting the reality of the Ottoman presence in
Algeria,

which aims to excavate the conditions in the Maghreb at the end of
the 15th century, the beginning of the 16th century, and its
relationship to the emergence of the Barbaros brothers and their role
in the establishment of Ottoman rule in the Middle Maghreb, in
light of the presence of studies by Algerian historians based on the
establishment of an Algerian state. Before the occupation, and
secondly, the justification of the Ottoman presence in Algeria.

Mostaganem, The city of Algeria...etc. The people of Tlemcen sought



help from theme, but Oruj met his death in the year 1518 AD, which
made Khair ad-Din propose to the people of the city of Algeria to seek
the help of Sultan Selim I. The people of the city of Algeria asked for
